Discussion: Councilor Saums explained the Town of Ledyard and its Schools participates and operates an
Ag-Science Program. He stated the town would be receiving $997,428 in their Fiscal Year 2022
Agricultural Technology Education (ASTE) grant from the State which was $301,692 more than the
$695,736 revenue that was included in the Fiscal Year 2021/2022 Budget. Therefore, he stated, as in
years past, the Board of Education has requested the additional funds be used for capital improvements
rather than be spent on recurring operational costs. He stated using the additional funding for capital
improvements was a good approach noting that these were one-time expenses and that ASTE Funds.

Councilor Saums went on to state that the Board of Education has submitted a request to spend $216,328
of the additional funding as described in the ASTE 2021/2022 Project Table above. He stated the Ag-
Science funding had to be spent on the Ag-Science program and the funding could not be used for other

school expenses.
